A Recent Industrial Office Building in Montreal 
Fo r the 

Dominion Oilcloth and Linoleum Company, Limited 

J N planning this building, the architects were 
called upon to provide not only adequate accom­

modation for office requirements, but also for the 
display of the many lines of merchandise manufac­
tured by the Dominion Oilcloth and Linoleum 
Company. 
Th~ building, which is " L" shaped in plan, 

occuptes an area of 6,300 square feet at the corner 
of St. Catherine and Parthenais Streets. The main 
entrance is located at the corner of the building 
due to the fact that although St. Catherine Street 
is the pri~cipal thoroughfare, a great many of the 
other bUll~mgs which form the manufacturing 
plant of thts company are situated on Parthenais 
Stree~. The entrance, so placed at the corner, also 
~rmtts of more commodious quarters for the 
dtsplay of their products on the ground floor . 

The moder~ form of the building is inspired as 
muc~ by a des~re to give a fenestration which would 
provtde a l_ll.axu-r:um of light, as by a desire to follow 
the prevatlmg mterpretation that may be called 
the m?dern ~tyle . Once the form and shape were 
esta~hs~ed, 1t was found consistent to use modern 
motifs m carving and ornamentation on stone 

and metal on both the exterior and interior. 
The building is three storeys in height with a 

garage in the basement, access to which is obtained 
through an inclined driveway on the south side of 
the building. Montreal limestone has been used 
for the base course of the building, and Benedict 
Stone for the upper portion. The frame is of 
structural steel, fire-proofed with concrete, and the 
floor construction is of reinforced concrete. The 
exterior windows are all double hung steel sash. 

Directly inside the main entrance is an octagonal 
vestibule from which entrance is obtained to the 
waiting room, information office, and display room. 
The floor of this vestibule is quite interesting, being 
laid with Baltleship linoleum in the centre of which 
is a large replica of the trade mark of the company 
inlaid in colour. The whole of the ground floor is 
given over to the display room and sales depart­
ment, the display room being placed across the 
front on St. Catherine St. and leading from it the 
genera l sales offices at the rear portion of the build­
ing. The elevator and stairs, as will be noted by 
referring to the plans, have been placed in the dead 
corner of the building, thus leaving the whole of the

lightable space, with the exception of lavatories 
and coat rooms, free for office use. The interior 
walls of the elevator are rather unique inasmuch as 
they are finished in Jaspe linoleum applied in panels. 

Another interesting feature is the eli mination of 
the regular base board. In i ts place a skirting 

each private office being treated in a different 
manner. The interior of the building is treated in a 
very simple manner, the walls being of painted 
plaster and the woodwork of walnut. The vice­
president's office has a panelled walnut dado with a 
rough stippled plaster fini sh on the upper portion

formed by using a linoleum cove base to a height 
of six inches has been used throughout the building. 

The general accounting offices of the company 
are located on the second floor, while the third floor 
is devoted to the private offices of the executive. 
On this floor there is a large reception hall with 
corridors leading out to each wing. The floors 
throughout the building are covered with linoleum, 

of the walls. Adjoining this office is a large board 
room panelled in walnut from floor to ceiling. 
The floor is of marble tile linoleum, the tiles being 
fifteen inches square in contrasting colours . 

The architects for the building were Messrs. 
Hutchison and Wood a nd the contractors were 
Messrs. Ch urch Ross Company, Limited, Montreal.

A meeting of the executive committee of t he council of the 

Royal Architectural fnstit ute of Canada was held at the office 
of the president, 1240 Phillips Square, Montreal, Quebec, on 
Thursday, J a nuary 14th, 1932, at 4.00 p.m. 

Present: Percy E . Nobbs, president; A lei de Chausse, 
honorary secretary;· Gordon M . \Vest, honorary t reasurer ; 
W. S. Maxwell; E. I. Barott ; J . J. Perreault; Ludger Venne : 
Philip J. Tunier ; J. Cecil McDougall , and I. Markus, secretary. 

Reading of Minutes: The minutes of t he meeting of the 
executive committee held on December 17th, 1931, were read 
and approved. 

Reports of Sta1tding Committees: 
Architect1tral Training: Mr. Maxwell reported that the 

programmes had been prepared for the two competit ions, one 
open to fourth a nd fifth year students and the other open to 
second a nd t hird year stude nts of t he accredited schools of 
architecture. He a lso advised that t hese competitions were 
to close on Februar y 14th, a nd that the drawings submitted 
would be judged by a jury of award consisting of Messrs. 
W. L. Somerville, John M. Lyle and A. H. Chapman of 
Toronto, and Ernest I. Barott a nd Ernest Cormier of 
Montreal. 

The secretar y reported that the drawings submitted in the 
W. S. Maxwell prize competition were now being exhibited 
at McGill University. 

Scholarship Funds: The secretary reported t hat a cheque 
for $1 000 had been received from Mr. JohnS. Archibald to 
cover his subscription to t he scholarship funds of t he Institute. 
The meet ing recorded its appreciation of Mr. Archibald's 
subscription. 

Art, Sc·ience (Lnd Research: The secret ary ad vised the 
meeting that the Institute had been requested by Dr. H. M. 
Tory, president of the National Research Council, to have a 
representative in attendance at a conference to be held on 
Tuesday, January 12t h, in connection with t he problem of 
fire hazards, and particularly with oil burning systems. T he 
president reported t hat Mr. B. Evan Parry a nd Mr. Jas. 
Govan had represented t he Institute at the meeting. 

Exhib·itions and Awards: Mr. T urner suggested that the 
New York Architectural League might like to exhibit the 
photographic enlargements of the buildings which received 
awards in the recent R.A.l.C. Exhibition in conjunction with 
their own exhibition which is to be held during the month of 
March. The suggestion met with the approval of the meeting, 
and Mr. Tuxner was authorized to communicate with the 
Architectural League in connection with the matter. 

T he meeting expressed its appreciation to t he Ar t Associa­
t ion of Montreal for its co-operation in connection with the 
recent R.A.l.C. Exhibition, and the president was requested 
to convey to them the thanks of the Institute. 

Annual Report of the Cmmcil: The president presented a 
draft of the report of the council for the year 1931, which, 

after some discussion, was approved by the execut ive com­
mi ttee. 

Ammal.A{eeting: The president was requested to communi· 
cate wit h the presi.dents of the component societies urging t he 
attenda nce of thetr delegates at t he next a nnual meeting of 
the Insti tute. 

Proposed Amendment to the By-Laws: The honorary secre­
tary adv ised the meeting that the a mendment to clause 16 
of the by-laws of the l nst itute had been re-d ra fted in accord­
a nce with the suggestions made at the last meeting, and t hat 
notice of motion had been sent on December 23rd to the 
members of the council. The proposed a mendment provides 
for the insertion of the following clause after section 16: 

16(a) T he president is the chairman of the executive com­
mittee a nd, in case of his resignation, death, withdrawal 
or continued absence, the position of chairma n of the 
executive committee shall become "ipso facto" vacant, 
and shall be fi lled for t he durat ion of the absence or the 
balance of the term of office, as the case may be, by the 
election of one of their number by the executive com­
mittee, without replacement. 
The executive committee shall remain in the Province to 
which it is a llocated through election of t he president, 
th roughout the current year, even in the case of a 
v ice-president in a nother Province becoming president 
through the contingency above mentioned. 

Mr . Maxwell suggested that provision should be made in 
the by-laws whereby at least one member of the executive 
committee should be from a province other than t hat in which 
the executive committee meets. Mr. Maxwell was requested 
to d raw the attention of t he council to his proposal at its 
next meeting. 

Financing of Public Bwild·ings by Loan Companies: T he 
president reported having sent a letter on the subject of 
"Speculative Builders, Loan Companies and the Architects" 
to t he boards of trade in t he various cities t hroughout the 
Dominion, together with a clipping of a n editorial from the 
Financial Post. The secretary advised t he meet ing that a 
copy of th is letter had been published in the J anuary issue of 
THE jouR:-<AL. 

T he president also reported having written an article 
entitled "What Are Architects For" to appear in the Con­
struction T t·ade Review and Forecast of January 15th. 

Standardization of Catalogues: l\h. Venne called the atten­
tion of the meeting to the advisability of t he Instit ute taking 
some action in connection with the standardiza tion of manu­
facturers' catalogues a nd the adoption of a standard catalo~ue 
fil ing system. The matter was referred to the incomtng 
council for considerat ion. 

Date and Place of Next Meeting: .It was decided to hold the 
next meeting of the executive committee at Lucerne-in­
Quebec, on F riday, February 19th, 1932, at 10.00 a .m. 

Adjournment: T he meeting adjourned at 7.30 p.m. 

Activities of the Provincial Associations 
The Manitoba Association of Architects 

The annual meet ing of the Manitoba Association of Archi­
tects was held on January 18th, 1932, at the St. Charles Hotel, 
Winnipeg. The meeting was preceded by a dinner at which a 
large number of members were present. 

In t he report of the activities of the council for t he past 
year, the more important items presented to the meeting were 
as follows : 

In collaboration with other provincial bodies, t he Dominion 
Government was petitioned to distribute its work amongst 
the practising architect s of t he Dominion and thereby award 
the work to architects in the locali ty in which the work is to 
be done. The Provincial Government was a lso petitioned 
along similar lines. 

I n consideration of the unemployment situation, the associa­
t ion was instrumental in having a board of architects ap­
pointed for the carrying out of the new auditorium, a nd in 
order to further distribute work it was recommended to the 
directors of the Genera l Hospita l that a similar board of 
archi tect s be appointed in the event of a n addition of a large 
nature being proceeded with in connection with that in­
stitution. 

The city council was petitioned to cha nge t he reading of the 
by-laws regard111g t he board of appeal in connection with 

building operations by which the board would consist of one 
member of the ci ty council , a member from the Association of 
Archi tects and a member from the Association of Civil 
Engirteers. The present personnel of this board consists of 
t hree members of the city council. 

In the report of the associat ion's scholars hip which is 
awarded each year in connection wi t h the architectural course 
a t the Universit y of M.a nitoba, it was announced that the 
award for t he year 193t-32 had been made to Edward \V. 
Rodgerson. 

T he meeting recorded its deep regret at the recent death of 
Mr. Max Blankstein, a respected member who had been con­
nected with the association for many years. 

T he following officers were elected for the ensuing year: 
p resident, A. E. Cubbidge; vice-president, D. W. Bellhouse; 
secretary, E. Fit zMunn : councillors, C. S. Bridgman, J . 
Halley a nd J. H. G. Russe ll. 

Maritime Association of Architects

Frank E. Waterman, representing the 
C.C.A. were appointed as the sub-committee.

In order to alleviate distress among architects and archi­

tects' assistants in England who find themselves out of 
employment at the present t ime on account of the stoppage 
of public and private building, an appeal has recently been 
made by Dr. Raymond Unwin, president of the Royal Insti­
tute of British Architects to all its members who are now 
earning more than two hundred and fifty pounds per year, to 
contribute as a minimum the equivalent of 1s. 7d. per week to 
the Architects' Unemployment Relief Fund. It is pleasing to 
note that the appeal has met with sympathetic response, many 
members not only sending in the contributions requested by 
the president, but also making specia l donations of larger 
amounts .
