\1\lorks of art intended for exhibition must be 
consigned to the Ar t Association of Montreal, 
1379 Sherbrooke Street \Vest, Montreal, where they 
will be unpacked and repacked ready to be ret urned 
to the exhibitors. 

Only origina l works not previously exhibi ted 
publicly in Mont real shall be submitted. 

Members of the Academy may submit four works 
in each class for acceptance by the jury. Non­
members may submit two works in each class. The 
classes to be composed as follows : (a) paintings 
in oil , water colours and pastels; (b) sculpture; 
(c) architectural drawings; (d) etchings and engrav­
ings; (e) drawings and designs. 

The decision of the j ury of selection shall be 
final. 

Works accepted by the jury of selection may not 
necessaril y be hung. 

The Academy will pay packing and express 
charges on members' work only. Non-members' 
work must be delivered free of charge. 

All works at risk of owners. The Art Gallery 
being fireproof, no insurance will be effected by the 
Academy. Ar tists who wish to have their works 
insured, may do so at their own expense. 

A commission of ten per cent. will be charged to 
members and fifteen per cent. to non-members on 
their work sold at the exhibi tion. 

No sale of pictures or other works during t he 
exhibit ion will be recognized, except it pass through 
the books of the Academy. 

Artists who do not wish to allow their works to 
be photographed and reproduced must noti fy the 
secretary in writ ing at the time they send in t heir 
order form. 

Architects may send, for exhibition, photographs 
of works executed. The same privilege is extended 
to sculptors fo r their large works. 

Labels, with name and address of artist, title, etc., 
must be tacked at the top of the back of each frame 
so as to all ow them to hang in front of the pictures.

illustrated in the Janua ry-February 1926 issue of 
T HE j ouRNAL, being :;ubmittecl by Vernon March , 
English sculptor. 

The memorial, which is approximately sixty feet 
high, fif ty feet wide and thirty-six feel deep, com­
prises a base surmoun ted by a large square a rch, 
on whi ch is placed heroic figures symbolic of 
Liberty and Victory. Through t he arch is seen 
nineteen figures typifying the various d ivis ions oi 
t he Canadia n fo rces. Actual work on the memorial 
began in Farnborough , Kent, in 1926, a nd although 
the a uthor of the design u nfortuna tely passed away 
in 1930, the work has been carried on by three of his 

brothers and one sister who, it is expected , will 
supervise the erectio n of the memorial in Ottawa.

TRAVEL SKET CHES TN THE OLD WOR LD. By Wood-
ruff K. Aykroyd. Published by T homas S. Rockwell 
a nd Company, Chicago. Price $5.00. 

T he art of sketchi ng in pencil, not generally appreciated, is 
of considerable impor tance to t he architectural st udent, in­
asmuch as it provides him wit h a means of record ing his 
impressions of a b uilding or detail that will prove of value to 
him in the future. 

W hile the potentia lit ies of pencil drawi ng as a means of 
expression should not be minimized, it is not necessary or 
advisable t hat the sketch should be made for t he sole p urpose 
of displaying a certain measure of t ech nical skill. It should 
rather be the mea ns of giving t rue expression to t he character 
of t he subject. There is nothing so disturbing to an architect 
as to see a n art ist's sketch of a n exterior or interior of a 
building well drawn from the point of view of techniq ue, but 
poorly presented from the v iewpoint of perspective and 
composition. 

It is a pleasure, t herefore, in looking t hrough Mr. Aykroyd 's 
book to notice how well he has succeeded in portraying 
t hrough the medium of t he pencil, t he charm a nd q uaint ness of 
ma ny old places which he v isited during the two summers 
spent by him in Europe. 

Although Mr. Aykroyd is a young man, t he t raining he has 
received in ar·chi tecture has enabled him to present his s ub­
ject s in a most interesting manner, and at the same time to 
develop a techniq ue t hat has a lready been recognized both in 
Canada a nd t he Uni ted States by t he reproduction of a 
number of his sketches in Pencil Points and The Journal, 
Royal Architecturalb~stitute of Canada. 

Mr. Aykroyd's pictorial record of his travels th rough 
E urope, should not only de light t he architect in the pleasing 
manner in which it has been presented, b ut should also providl' 
him wit h a source of information depicting as it does, in­
terest ing details of old buildings in England, France and Italy.
