When, twe nty-five years ago, l , with t he valuable 
he lp of the late Edmund Burke of Toronto and the 
late David E war t, then ch ief architect of t he 
Federal Public Works at Ottawa, decided to take 
steps for the formation of an association of archi­
tects which wou ld embrace the profession of the 
whole Dominion of Canada, I had faith t hat s uch 
an organization was needed. T he year previous I 
had been in England, and with my friend, JohnS. 
Archibald of Montreal, attended an International 
Congress of Architects, where architects of a great 
number of nations met and exchanged views. A 
few monLhs after my return from London, l was 
delegated, as president of the Province of Quebec 
Associatio n of Architects, to go to Washington to 
attend the celebration of t he fiftieth a nniversary 
of the foundation of the American Institute of 
Architects. There I found a rchitects of a great 

new organization was changed to that o( "The 
Architectural Institute of Canada"; this society 
being an organization completely independent of 
the the n existing Provincial Associations of 
Architects. The Institute was affi li ated to The 
Royal Institute of British Archilects on April 6th, 
1909 and on June 2nd, 1909, through the effor ts 
of the president, t he late A. F . Dunlop of 
Montreal, His Majesty King Edward VIIth was 
graciously pleased to grant pernHSSion Lo the 
Architectura l Institute of Canada to adopt the 
prefix "Royal. '' 

I t was then thought that it would be preferable 
if t he provincial associations federated under the 
Royal Archi tectura l Institute of Canada, a nd after 
several meetings of representati-ves of t he I nstitute 
and of t he provincial associations, it was decided to 
have the char ter amended with a view to federation 
with all t he existing associalions of a rchi tects; but 
with each society retaining its own individuali ty. 
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The amended charler was adopted by Parliament 
on April 1st, 1912. Further amendments to the 
charter were adopted on June 14th, 1929. 

As secretary of the Institute since its foundation, 
and having been present at all the general and 
council meetings, I have, in the minutes of the 
various proceedings, written a complete and de­
tailed his lory of our Institute since its first meeting 
in 1907, and I will not, therefore, take up your 
time this evening by repeating what most of those 
presenl know nearly as well as myself. Allow me 
to express my most sincere thanks to all who, 
during the past twenty-five years, have contribu ted 
towa rds the success of the Institute and for the 
valuable assistance and suggestions that were given 
to carry out the objects of the T nstit.ute, which are 
defined as follows in its charter: "to facilitate the 
acquirement and interchange of profess·ional know­
tedge among its members, and more particularly to 
promote the acquisition of that species of knowledge 
which has special reference to the profession of 
architect~tre, and further to encourage investigation in 
connection ~uith all branches and departments of 
knowledge connected with that profession." 

During the past twenty-five years, the Institute 
has had at its head the following presidents: 
Messrs. A. F. Dunlop (three years); F. S. Baker 
(two years); J. H . G. Russell (three years); J.P. 
Ouellet (three years, during the war); A. Frank 

Wickson (two years); David R. Brown (two years); 
Lewis H. Jordan (two years); John S. Archibald 
(two years); J. P. Hynes (three years); and Percy 
E. Nobbs (three years) . Two of the above have 
left us for a be tter world (A. F. Dunlop and F. S. 
Baker) . In looking over this list I believe you will 
agree with me, that, during the past quarter of a 
centu ry, our Inst itute has been in very good hands 
and that we have every reason to congratu late 
ourselves on the choice of presidents. The same 
congratu lations also apply to the choice of dele­
gates made each year by the component societies 
to form the council of the Institute, from which the 
officers and executive committee have been chosen. 
It is no t surprising, therefore, t hat the Royal 
Architectural Institute of Canada has t ravelled the 
road of continuous success. 

Before closing, let me again say how much I am 
honoured by this mark of kindness and friendship 
on your part, in the presentation to me of Lh is 
very beautiful tray. 1 will keep it as a treasure 
an.,d a remembrance of all my dear colleagues. The 
resolution which the council adopted last year, 
when I was, for the twenty-fifth year, re-elected 
to the honorary secretaryship of the Institute, 
would have been q ui te sufficient as a mark of appre­
ciation of w hat I have tried to do for the success of 
the Institute and Lhe profession. J sincerely thank 
you all. 

Standardization of Building Materials 
EDITOR'S NOTE- The following memorandum, wh·ich was presented by Mr. B. Eva.n Parry, 
cluz.irman of the committee on art, science and research, a/ the recent annual meeting of the Institt1te, 
was prepared b)• a special committee appointe.d at a conference held in Toronto of represenkltives of 
the Royal Architectural Institute of Canada, En[!.ineering Instilttle of C(L1uuia, Ctmadian Constmction 
Association tJ,nd National Research Cottnc·it, which ~vas catted for the purpose of considering recom-

mendations for simplified pmct-ice in the mcmufacf1t,re of building materials. 

STANDARDIZATJO~. or the preparat ion of 
standard specifications for materjals in general, 

has engaged the attention of national organizations 
for many years, and there is at the present time an 
international society for the testing of materials . 
The most important contribu tion to information in 
this field has been made recently by a joint report 
prepared by the American Society for Testing 
Materials and the Western Society of Engineers, 
this report comprisi ng five papers on t he economic 
significance of specifications for materials. Atte n­
tion is becoming actively directed to the field of 
standardization in materials used i!1 building con­
struction, particularly in Canada at the present 
t.ime, and architects, engineers, contractors and 
purchasing agents, are unan imous in expressing 
their need for comprehensive Canadian specifica­
tions. There is a pressing need for a proper under­
standing of such q uestions as classification of 
building materials, grading of lumber, sizes of 
building units, performance tests of material, and 
generally speaking a reduction in the tremendous 
number of specifications which now exist. 

Architects, more than any other of the above 
mentioned groups, are vitally interested in t he 
situation, and it is significant that the Royal 
Arch itectural Institute of Canada, through re­
presentation made by its arts, science and research 
committee, has recently requested the Canad ia n 
Engineering Standards Association to consider t he 
problem of preparing standard Canadian specifica­
tions fo r building materials, or, to be more precise, 
simplified practice recommendations. I t is 
emine ntly fitt ing that the C.E.S.A. should. under­
take this work, as it is the national standardizing 
body for Canada and is in close communication 
with similar organizations in twenly-one coun tries 
throughout the world. 

In response to the request received from the 
R.A.LC. the C.E.S.A. executive approved the 
holding of a preliminary conference on this subject, 
and this conference was held in Toronto on January 
16th, 1932, a t which the following organizations 
were represented by the delegates indicated. 

Royal Architectural Institute of Canada­

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Engineering Institute of Canada- W. B. Dun­
bar, C. S. L. Hertzberg.

It is hoped also to enlist the co-operat ion of the 
Canadian Purchasing Agents Association. It was 
felt that this representation was sufficiently com­
prehensive for a preli minary conference, as it in­
cluded those who were most closely interested in 
this question. The relation between standard 
specifications for materials and ind ustrial research 
is very close, in t hat research is frequently necessary 
before an adequate specification can l.Je prepared, 
and for this reason association with the National 
Research Council is most desirable. 

The unanimous opinion oi the conference fa You red 
early action, a nd the members prese nt were con­
stitu ted a committee to deal with the proposed pro­
ject. A special committee, consisting of Messrs. 
Moore, Somervi lle and vVaterman, was appointed 
to prepare a memorandum to be presented at the 
a nnua l meeting of the R.A.I.C., th rough the 
committee on a r t, science and research . Under 
the usual C.E.S.A. proced ure, various sub-com­
mittees or panels will be organized, each dealing 
with some definite material, and represe ntation 
will be secured from those technical, professional, 
and industrial organizations or firms who are 
part icularly interested. The reports of these panels 
will be reviewed by the general committee a nd 
eventually submitted to the C.KS.A. sectional 
committee on civil engi neering and const,·uction., 
and then approved by the C.E.S.A. main committee 
and published as a Canadian standard publication. 

The C.E.S.A. has made a start by the publication 
of specifications covering cement, concrete a nd 
reinforced concrete, reinforcing steel, and steel 
structures for buildings. These specifications have 
had a wide circulation and are pract icall y standard 
in all Dominion governmen t construction depart­
ments. They have also been used in the preparation 
of building codes for some of the larger cities and 
are generally recognized by architects and engineers 
throughout Canada. 

Materials suggested for consideration are brick, 
cement, concrete, concrete blocks, cut stone, 
lumber, mill work, pain t, roofing, sheet metal steel, 
t ile, wallboard , plaster, insulating materials, mastic 
compositions, glass, steel sash and t rim , steel doors 
and t rim, hardware,and perhaps a general co nsidera­
t ion of plumbing, heating a nd ve nt ilating. 

I t is felt that first consideration should be given 
to the s tandardization of brick sizes, this being the 
recognized unit on which so many other units 
depend . At the conference above mentioned, 
one of the members of the Canadian Construction 
Association stated that, brick being the funda­
mental unit, he considered its standa rdization was 
the most im portant as the standardization of many 
other building ma terials depended on this. 

It must be acknowledged that brick is the 
fundamental unit, owing to the fact t hat ti le for 

backing up purposes is en tirely dependen t upon the 
size oi brick; fur ther, stee l sashes must be governed 
likewise, although some of the representatives who 
attended the conference t hought that the steel sash 
depended on lhe s tandard size of glass and not on 
the standard size of brick. Further, the metal 
t rades generally would be dependent in many cases 
upon the size of brick a nd other manufactured 
a r ticles too numerous to mention. 

Your committee, in consequence thereof, strongly 
recommends that brick take priority in the s tan­
dardization of build ing materia ls. While the con­
ference above referred to was in sympathy wit h t he 
movement for the l:;tanclardization of building 
materia ls, it was pointed out that architects were 
mainly ,·esponsible for the enforcement of the 
standardization of building materials a nd t hat it 
was therefore necessary that the a rc hi lects them ­
selves be a uni t in favo uring such development. 
The necessity for concerted v iews and action by 
the architects in this respect cannot be too s trongly 
emphasized. 

Reports as comple ted will be published in the 
fo rm of specifications or s impli fied practice re­
commendations, either as complete publications or 
in pamphlet [onn for insert ion in a binder for 
read y reference. 

Experience of those cou nt ries who have developed 
standardization or simpli fied practice with par­
ticu lar relation to building materials, has shown 
that t remendous savings have been efieclecl. 

Perhaps the most complete records a re those 
obtained by the Division of Simplified Practice at 
Washington. I n a primer issued by that d ivision, 
the fo llowing table appears:

Report of R .A .I. C. Competitions: Mr. Maxwell reported 
t hat the t wo recent R .A.I.C. competitions had been very 
successful1 th ir ty-seven designs having been submitted in the 
Class "A' Projet, and sixty-two designs in t he Class "B" 
Projet. He also presented the report of the jury announcing 
the awards. (Copy of the report was published in t he March 
issue of THE JouRNAL.) 

l t was decided t hat a copy of THB JouRNAL containing t he 
report of the jttry and reproductions of the prize winning 
designs be sent to t he success£ ul students toget her with a 
congratulatory letter from the president. 

The secretary was instructed to communicate with t he 
chairman of the committee on scholarship funds to ascerta in 
what funds were available for further R.A.T. C. competitions. 

M:atters Arising out of Reports of Standing Committees: 
The secretary was instructed to prepare a s ummar y of t he 
suggestions and recommendations made following the presen­
tation a t the annual meeting of t he reports of the various 
stand ing committees, a nd was fu rther illstructed to send copies 
of t his summary to the chairmen of t he committees for t heir 
considera Lion and act ion. 

Bas·is of Payments of Income Tax by Architects: The motion 
passed at the a nnual meeting requesting the incoming council 
to consider the problem raised by Mr. G. Roper Gouinlock 
wit h reference to t he basis of payment of lncome Tax by 
archi tects was re;td , a nd it was decided to appoint a special 
committee to consider the mat ter and report their recom­
mendations to the executive committee. Mr. G. Roper 
Gouinlock was appointed chairman of t he special Gommit:tee 
with authori t y to select t he other members. 

Stcmdttrdization of Building Mater-ials: .Mr. Parry referred 
to t he report of t he first conference on the stallchu·dizat ion of 
building materials which was held in Toronto on J a nuary 16th, 
and also called attent ion to the resoluLion adopted at t he 
ann ual meet ing request ing t he incoming council to co-operate 
wit h t he Engineering Institute of Canada, t he Canad ia n 
Construction Association a nd other bodies, in furt hering t he 
efforts of the Canadian E ngineering Standards Association in 
a ll matters relating to Canadian a nd Imperial standardization. 
Mr. Parry was requested to consult the secretary of t he Can:t· 
d ia n Engineering Standards Associa tion in order to ascertam 
what further steps could be ta ken in t he matter by the Insti­
tute, and to report at t he next executive meeting. 

The Financing of Spewlative Bttildings by Loan Compan·ies: 
T he advisability of sending a copy of Mr. Nobbs' letter on 
the subject of speculative bui lding to a ll the loan compa nies 
was discussed, a nd it was decided to appoint a special com­
mittee consisting of the president a nd M r. Page to cons ider 
this a nd other similar matters, and to ask t hem to submi t 
their recommendat ions for fu rt her act ion to the executive 
committee. 

Standard Fitinr, System for jlt[,mufact11.rers' Catalogues: The 
adoption of some standard form of filing system f? r manu­
facturers' catalogues similar to the system sponsored by t he 
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Activities or the Institute-Continued 
American Institute of Archi tect s was approved, and the 
president was requested to look into the mat ter and subm it his 
recommendat ions to the executive comm ittee. 

Election oj a Chairman of the Exewtive Committee during the 
absence of the President: T he president reminded the meet ing 
t hat he expected to be in E ngland for about two months and 
suggested that some member of the executive should be 
appointed chai rman of the executive commit tee during his 
absence. Mr. W. L. Somerville was requested to act as 
chairman during the absence of the president. 

R.I.B.A. 1llatters: A letter was read from the secretary 
of t he R.I. B.A. with reference to a n application for· Fellow­
ship in the Royal institute of Bri tish Architects from a 
member of t he R.A. I.C. I t was decided to refer t he matter to 
the president for appropriate action. 

}.{isceltaneous: Mr. Robert H. Macdonald's letter, recom­
me nding t hat some consideration be \);iven to a more uniform 
standard of admission to membership 111 the several component 
societ ies of t he institute was referred to the president for reply. 

A letter was read frorn the honorar y secretary with reference 
to the req uest of Dame Bourassa, asking that the institute 

take some action in connection with the preservation of t he 
Nazareth Chapel in Montreal, a lso stating that t he Honourable 
Justice Surv eyer has requested t he Institute to pass a resolu­
tion in favour of the preservation of t his chapel. After some 
discussion, it was felt tltat, while the I nst it ute was entirely 
in sympathy with the principle o[ t he preservation of a ll 
outstanding examples of good architecture, it would hardly be 
within t he province of t he Institute to say how each individual 
case should be dealt with. The secretary was instructed to so 
advise Mr. Chaussf and to forwa rd the req uest to the P.Q.A .A. 
for t heir consideration. 

The question of monographs published for a rchi tects by 
certain publishing companies who solicit advertising for the 
monograph in t he name of the architect concerned was 
discussed, and the secretary was instructed to communicate 
wi tl1 the American institu te o[ Architects in order to ascertain 
what action t hey had taken in t he matter. 

Date and Place of Next Meeting: I t was decided to hold the 
next meeting of the executive committee in Toronto on F riday, 
April 8t h, 1932, at 2.00 p.m. 

Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 11.30 p.m. 

Activities of Provincial Associations 

Alberta Association of Architects 
The annual general meeting of the Alberta Associat ion of 

Architects was held at Edmonton on January 29th, 1932, 
with the retiring president, Mr. G. H. MacDonald, in the 
chair. In his president ial address, Mr. MacDonald pointed 
out that t he year 's activities had been more or less confined 
to matters affecting the association, t he most important of 
which was t he conference requested by the provincial govern­
ment on existing legislation as affect ing architectura l examina­
tions. He further stated that the council had continued its 
contact with the construction organizations who had sup­
ported the association during the period when the legislation 
was under consideration, a nd that the council had, in turn, 
co-operated with t hem and other bodies in their endeavour to 
get the government to use part of the re lief loan for building 
construction. In discussing t he appearance of t he residential 
sections of the cities in Alberta, Mr. MacDonald stressed t he 
benefi ts t hat would accrue to t he communi ties if more of t he 
residential work passed through the hands of qualified 
a rchitects. He suggested that one way of bringing this about 
would be by asking the loan com panies to insist on properly 
prepared drawings a nd careful super vision of const ruction as 
a basis for loaning, thereby greatly increasing the securi ty of 
t heir loans. 

At t he conclusion of t he president's address, a resolution 
of appreciation to the retiring president was unanimously 
adopted. 

A pleasing feature of the meeting was the presentation of a 
life membership in the association to Mr. James Henderson, 
as a mark of esteem and in recognition o[ his many years of 
faithful service to t he profession. The president, in making 
the presentation, referred to t he fact t hat Mr. Henderson had 
fi rst been elected to the council of t he association in 1908, 
and t hat he had served cont inuously on t he council since that 
date, having held t he office of president in 1912. "His wide 
a nd ex.tensive experience in matters pertaini ng to the profes­
sion," said the president, " his high ideals of professional 
practice, his scholarship, and his ready sympathy towards t he 
younger men in the profession, has greatly endeared him in 
the hea rts of his associates." Mr. Henderson is the first mem­
ber to have been honoured with life membership in Lhe 
associat ion. 

The election of officers for the ensuing year resulted as 
follows: president, R. McD. Symonds; fi rst vice-president , 
G. Fordyce; second vice-president, J. Martland; honorary 
secretary", E. Under wood; honorary treasurer, C. S. Burgess; 
representative on the senate of t he University of Alberta, 
G. H . MacDonald ; honorary a uditor, H. Story; honorary 
librarians, J. Henderson and J . M .. Stevenson; members of 
council, R. P. Blakey, W. G. Blakey and A. M . Calderon ; 
representatives on the council of t he R.A.l.C., G. H. Mac­
Donald and R. J\llcD. Symonds. 

Ontario Association of Architects 
T he forty-second a nnual meet ing of t he Ontario Associat ion 

of Architect s was held at Lhe King Edward Hotel, Toronto, on 
February 17th, with the president, Mr. James H. Craig, 
in the chai r. Over sixty members attended the meet ing, 
including a representative number from the chapters in 
Hamilton, London, \Vindsor and Ottawa. In his opening 
address, the president stressed t he importance to the profession 
of the passing of the Architects' Registration Act, after forty 
years of effort on the part of t he association. He a lso out lined 
some of t he more important activities of the council during the 
past year including t he revision oi the by-laws fo und neces­
sary a fte r the passing of t he act, t he preparation of a revised 
schedule of charges, the holding of joint meet ings with the 
chapters in Hamilton and Ottawa, and t he action t aken in 
connection wi th t he Mechanics' Lien Act. A vote of thanks 
was tendered to the president and council for their untiring 
efforts on behalf of the association during the past year. 

Following the presentation of the treasurer's report by 
Mr. Allan George, the secretary reported on the membership 
of t he association, giving .the total number of members as 
237, including tO honorary members and 17 associates. The 
meet ing expressed its deep sympathy at the loss sustained 
in the death of three of the members of the association during 
the past year, namely, W. C. Beattie, W. R. Gregg and Jules 
F . \Vegman. 

Reports were also presented by R . K. Shepard for the 
board of examiners, A. H. Gregg fo r the committee on archi­
tectural competitions, .Forsey P . Page for the "activi ties" 
committee, Gordon M. \Vest for the committee on fees, C. 
Barry Cleveland [or t he committee on by-laws, and Martin 
Ba ldwin for the committee on exhibit ions. Reports of the 
activities of the various chapters were presenled to the 
meet ing by their respective secretaries, and l. Markus, 
secreLary of t he Royal Architectura l Institute of Canada, 
briefly outl ined t he activities oi the Instit ute d uring t he 
past year. 

A number of recommendat ions were adopted at t he meet ing 
among which were t he following: 

l. That a circular letter be sent to a ll school boards 
t hroughout the province ~winting out the benefi ts to 
be derived hy conducting com pet itions in accordance 
with t he regulations of the association. 

2. That copies of t he proposed schedule of fees be sent to 
all members or the associa Lion, and t hat the views of 
other provincial associations be obtained a nd given 
consideration before t he proposed schedu le is adopted 
by the council. 

T he members present were guests oi t he association al a 
luncheon which follo,...-ed the morning session, at wbicb Mr. 
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Arthur L. F leming, K.C., solicitor for the association, out­
lined the proposed changes io t he ·Mechanics' Lien Act. A 
very lengthy discussion followed Mr. F leming's add ress, a nd 
the council was authorized to take whatever steps it deemed 
necessary to protect the in terests of t he profession in the 
proposed legislation which was expected to be brought down 
during the present session of t he legislature. 

The fo llowing oA1cers were elected for the ensuing year: 
president, James H. Craig; first vice-president, Forsey P. 
Page; second vice-president, B. Evan Parry; treasurer, 
Murray Brown; secretary, R. B. Wolsey; councillors, Cordon 
IV£. West, Mu rray Brown, Henry Sproatt, H. E. M urton, 
] . P. Hynes, W. L. Somerville, W. Bruce Riddell, L. Gordon 
Bridgman and J. C. Pennington. Delegates to the R.A.I.C., 
]. H. Craig,]. P. Hynes, Herbert E. Moore, Forsey P. Page, 
B. Evan Parry, W. L. Somerville and Gordon M . '.Vest. 

The meeting concluded with a banq uet held at t he King 
Edward Hotel at which Mr. George Oakley, ~r .P. P., w<ts the 
guest of honour. A sincere tribute was paid to Mr. Oakley by 
the president for the very important part played by him in 
piloting the Architects' Bill t hrough the legislature. This 
was followed by the presentation of a fra med test imonial 
containing t he signatures of those present at the dinner. M r. 
Oakley, in accepting the testimonia l, expressed his apprecia­
tion to t he members a nd pointed out that ample proof of the 
general app1·oval of the act was evident, inasmuch as he had 
heard of only one complaint being made since its adoption. 
Among the speakers at the dinner were Wm. ]. Stewart, 
Mayor of T oron to, A. H. Harkness, past-president of the 
Ontario Society of Professional Engineers, 'vV. R. Sullivan, 
president of the Toronto Builders Exchange, and Messrs. 
A. Frank Wickson and John A. Pearson, past-presidents of 
t he association. 

Province of Ouebec Association of Architects 
ln the report of the fo rty-first annual meet ing of the 

Province of \juebec Associat ion of Architects, which appeared 
in t he February issue of THE J ouRNAL lack of space prevented 
the publication of the annua l report of t he council, a summary 
of which is recorded herewith. 

1\(embership: M r. Barott, the retir ing president, reported 
that the association had suffered the loss of three members 
during the year in the persons of J. ] . Albert Rousseau. 
Zotique Trudel a nd J ules l' . Wegman. He i urther stated that 
thi rty-one new members had been elected, six reinstated, 
seven had resigned a nd three members had been removed 
from the membership roll, making a tota l membership as at 
J anuary 30th, 1932, of two hundred and sixty-nine. 

Professional Practice: Mr. Henri S. Labelle reported that 
thirty-three cases of illegal practice had been brought to the 
attent ion of t he committee and satisfactorily disposed of. Tt 
was recommended Lha L the work of th is committee be con· 
tinued in t he interests of the profession and protection of the 
public. 

Publicity: Mr. J. J. Perrault, chairman of t his committee, 
presented a programme of act ivity which he t hought might be 
given serious consideration by t he incoming committee on 
publicity. Among the more important items recommended 
were: 

1. T he dist ribution of awards to meritorious bui ldings, 
similar to what is being done by the Toronto Chapter, 
O.A.A. 

2. To increase the architectural section of the spring 
exhibition of the Art Association of Montreal. 

3. To obtain recognition for the profession in all work 
published in t he press or in advertisements. 

4. To urge members to take a grealer interest in public 
affairs. 

Unemployment !I mong Draftsmen: Mr. Tumer reported 
that the library and rooms of the association had been open 
to unemployed draftsmen and that a series of lectures, exhibi­
tions and competitions had been arranged for them. It was 
recommended that these be continued a nd that other efforts 
be made to help those ch·aftsmen who were unfort unately 
unemployed. 

Rev·ision of 1lfinimmn Cha·rges: The president reported t hat 
an effort \Vas being made to bring the present schedule of 
charges more in to line wit h t hose of the Ontario Association 
of Architects, a nd that a committee from each association 
were now discussing the matter.

ARCHITECTURAL DRAWI NG, PERSPECTIVE AND 
R ENDERING. By Cyril A. Farey and A. T rystan 
Edwards. Published by B. T. Batsford, Limited, London 

Price $5.00 

\ Vhile there have been a number of excellent books pub­
lished on architectural draftsmanship, t he book under review 
more tha n justifies its publication, as t he a uthors have ert· 
deavoured to appraise t he cutural value oi such exam ples of 
architectural d ra ftsmanship as our own age has proctuced . 
Mr. Farey, who is recognized as one of the foremost a rchi­
tectural draftsmen in Engla nd, and Mr. Edwards who is a 
prolific writer on architectura l subjects, have brought to their 
work t he knowledge and int uition which can come only from 
practical experience. 

:-Jo eiiort has been made by the aut hors to deal with t he 
elementary r art of the subject. \i\lhat they are concerned 
with more t ha n anything else are the elements of tech nique 
in modern architectural draftsmanship. T he examples selected 
for ill ustrat ic tl have evident ly been chosen to indicate various 
phases of t he at·t , a nd t hey include reproductions of drawings 
in pen and pencil, sketches, renderings in wash and colour, 
com mercial work of an architectura l na ture, measured draw­
ings, etc., executed by s uch well-known d ra ftsmen as William 
Walcot, Frank Brangwyn, Sir Regina ld Blomfield, Bertram 
Grosvenor Goodhue, VI/. Curtis Green and many 
others. 

Following a very lively and provocative introd uction, there 
are a number of chapters dealing with composi tion, lighting, 
shadows a nd reflections, colour treatment a nd rendering, 
architectura l surround and accessories, sketching, competition 
and commercial draftsmanship. 

The book is approximately iYz• x 10" in size and contains 
43 full page plates in halftone, 9 fu ll page plates in colour, 
31 line reproductions of drawings, and 96 pages of text.

\Ve regret to record t he death of M r. George W. Gouinlock, 
architect of Toronto, who passed away on February 13th at 
the age of seventy-one.

The following prizes will be awarded : (l.) Olympic silver­
gilt medal with diploma, (2) Oly mpic silver medal with 
d iploma, (3) Olympic bronze medal with diploma. 

Competitions in painting a nd sculpture have a lso been 
announced . These competitions wi ll be confined to works 
representing subjects relat ing to sport.
