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Code of Ethics and Competitions and Schedule of 
Fees: The president reported that the draft now 
being prepared by Mr. Fryer was almost completed 
a nd that it would probably be ready for presenta ­
tion at the next meeting. 

Report by Mr. Philip J . Turner on R .I .B.A. 
Matters: Mr. Turner reported that he had attended 
two meetings of the council of the R .I.B .A. and 
had received every courtesy. The council was 
glad to have had the opportuni ty of hearing the 
Canadian point of view and had promised to give 
serious consideration to some of the points raised. 

In receiving Mr. Turner 's report under date of 
September 16th, the meeting expressed its thanks 
to Mr. Turner a nd the secretary was instructed to 
send a copy of the report to each member of the 
council. H e was further instructed to send that 
part of the report dealing with the matter of 
R.I.B .A. examinations in Canada to the committee 
on architectural t raining for consideration and 
report. 

The Designing of Buildings by Draftsmen in 
Contractors' Offices: A letter was read from the 
manager of the Canadian Construction Association 
suggesting that the points raised by t he president 
of the Institute in his letter of June 17th addressed 
to the presidents of t he component societies could 
best be dealt with at a joint meeting of the councils 
of both bodies. This suggestion met with the 
approval of the executive commi ttee and the 
president was requested to advise the C.C.A. that 
our executive would be glad to meet theirs at a 
joint session to be held in Montreal on Thursday, 
October 23rd between 2 and 4 p .m . if this was 
satisfac tory. 

Annual Awards to Buildings of Outstanding 
M erit : In the absence of Mr. West, t he secretary 
presented a report from the public relations com­
mittee in which it recommended that the suggestion 
made by Mr. M axwell at t he last meeting of 
awarding an Institute medal annually for the most 
outstanding building completed within the three 
previous years be adopted and that an exhibition 
of the work selected as eligible for t he medal be 
held in· conjunction with the annual exhibi tion 
of the Royal Canadian Academy. 

After considerable discussion, the recommenda­
tion of the public relations committee was adopted 
with the exception that a ll architectural works 
accepted in the academy exhibition would be 
regarded as eligible for the award and that a com­
mittee of the R .A. I.C. council should make the 
final selection. A special committee consisting of 
M essrs. Maxwell and M cDougall was appointed 
to take up the matter with the Royal Canadian 
Academy and they were authorized to take all 
necessary action. The secretary was also in­
structed to publish a notice in THE JouRNAL 
requesting members of the Institute to submit 
photographs of the required size of outstanding 
work completed wi'thin the three previous years. 

Plans Signed by R egistered Architects in A pplica­
tion for P ermits: The president reported t hat on 
April the 11th he had written to the presidents of 
t he provincia l associa tions requesting t heir opinions 
in the matter. As no replies had been received up 
to the present time, the secretary was instructed to 

write to the component societies req uesting t hem 
to submit t he opinions of their councils on t his a nd 
other matters raised by t he committee on profes­
sional usage in time for the October meeting of the 
executive committee. 

Next Annual Meeting: The honorary secretary 
read some correspond ence from Mr. Pennington 
with reference to the existing understanding that 
the next annual meeting be held in Windsor. After 
some discussion and in view of Mr. Pennington's 
letter of September 19th, it was decided to hold 
the next annual meeting of the Institute at the Log 
Lodge, Lucerne in Quebec, Montebello, Quebec, on 
Friday and Saturday the 20th and 21st of Feburary 
1931, provided suitable arrangements could be 
made. The preparation of the programme and the 
arrangements to be left in t he hands of the execu­
tive committee and Mr. B. Evan Pa rry of Ottawa. 

Expenses of Delegates to Annual Meeting: In 
order to assure representation from each of the 
component societies at t he next annual meeting cf 
the Institute, it was decided to offer to pay one 
ha lf of the cost of transportation of one representa ­
t ive from each provincial association . The secre ­
tary was instructed to inform the component 
societies of this decision so that it migh t be taken 
into consideration when appointing their delegates 
to the next annual meeting. 

R.I.B .A. Communications: From the secretary 
of the R.I.B .A. outlining the specific duties of 
overseas secretaries. 

From the seGretary of the R.I. B.A. with reference 
to t he application of an architect in T oronto for 
associate membership in the Royal Institute of 
British Architects. The matter was referred to 
Mr. Philip J. Turner for reply. 

Miscellaneous Communications: From th e 
Ukranian Labour F armer T emple Association of 
Winnipeg enclosing copy of conditions for acom­
petition for a theatre to be erected in Kharkov , 
the capital of Soviet Ukraine, USSR , and express­
ing the hope that members of the Institute would 
pa rticipate in the competition. The secretary was 
instructed to reply that our members would be 
unable to take part in the competition as the con­
ditions were not in accord with our code . 

From B. Eva n P arry, informing the executive 
that upon his recent visit to Winnipeg he had 
had the opportunity of meeting many of the mem­
bers of t he M a nitoba Association of Architects 
with whom he discussed matters of interest to the 
profession. H e also advised t he meeting that a very 
successful exhibit of Canadian hospitals had been 
held in conjunction with t he a nnuai meeting of the 
British Medical Association. 

Date and Place of Next Meeting: I t was decided 
to hold t he next execut ive meeting at t he office of 
the Institute in Montreal on Thursday , October 
23rd at 4.00 p.m. 

Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at mid­
night after completing its session at t he University 
Club.

52nd ANNUAL EXHIBITION 

THE next annual exhibition of the Royal 
Canadian Academy of Arts will be opened on 

the 7th of November, 1930, in the Art Gallery of 
Toronto. 

All paintings, sculpture, architectural drawings, 
etchings, drawings and designs must be delivered 
at the Art Gallery of Toronto not later than 
Tuesday, 28th October, 1930. 

Works of art intended for exhibition must be 
consigned to the Art Gallery of Toronto, Grange 
Park, Toronto, where they will be unpacked and 
repacked ready to be returned to the exhibitors. 

Only original works not previously exhibited 
publicly in Toronto shall be submitted. 

Members of the Academy may submit four works 
in each class for acceptance by the jury. Non­
members may submit two works in each class. The 
classes to be composed as follows: (a) paintings in 
oil, water colours and pastels; (b) sculpture; (c) 
architectural drawings; (d) etchings and engravings; 
(e) drawings and designs. 
· The decision of the jury of selection shall be 
final. 

Works accepted by the jury of selection may not 
necessarily be hung. 

The Academy will pay packing and express 
charges on members' work only. Non-members' 
work must be delivered free of charge. 

All works at risk of owners. The Art Gallery 
being fireproof, no insurance will be effected by the 
Academy. Artists who wish to have their works 
insured, may do so at their own expense. 

A commission of ten per cent will be charged to 
members and fifteen per cent to non-members on 
their work sold at the exhibition. 

No sale of pictures or other works during the 
exhibition will be recognized, except it pass through 
the books of the Academy. 

Artists who do not wish to allow their works to 
be photographed and reproduced, must notify the 
secretary in writing at the time they send in their 
order form. 

Architects may send for exhibition, photographs 
of works executed. The same privilege is extended 
to sculptors for their large works. 

Labels, with name and address of artist, title, 
etc., must be tacked at the top of the back of each 
frame so as to allow them to hang in front of the 
pictures.

MODERN PRACTICAL MASONRY. By E. G. Warland. 
Published by B. T . Batsford Limited, London . Price $7 .50 

This volume contains a comprehensive treatise on the 
practise of the various branches of masonry including general, 
monumental, marble a nd granite. Its purpose, according t o 
the author, is to furnish a rchitects and building craftsmen 
with information on modern masonry const ruction which 
should prove helpful to t hem in the solu tion of constructiona l 
problems. 

The book is divided into three sections. Section one deals 
with the tools and machines used for stone cutting a nd 
tooling; details of construction: principles of stone cutting 
and a description of t he various building stones. Section two 
deals a lmost exclusively with geometry as it applies to stone 
work in the forms generally used in buildings. Section three 
deals with masonry costing a nd estimating. 

While the book is primarily intended for the ambitious 
craftsman and student , it should also appeal to a rchitects for 
it is recognized that good masonry has since the earliest times 
been an important contributin g factor to good architecture. 

The volume is 7Y2" x 10 .)1" in size a nd contains 294 pages 
including approximately 600 illustrations. 

NEW BUILDING ESTIMATORS' HANDBOOK- By Wm. 
Arthur. Published by the Scientific Book Corporation, 
15 East 26th St., New York City. Price $6.00. 

In reviewing this book a few years ago we stated that it 
should prove of inestimable value to architects, engineers 
and contractors. The very fact that it has been necessary to 
publish this fifteenth edition is in itself proof of its value to 
those interested in building const ruction. A number of 
revisions have been made which were made necessary by the 
in t roduction of new materials a nd new developments in the 

building industry . The ha nd-book contains a great deal of use­
ful information on the met hods of estimating a nd t he cost of 
materials and supplies. One of its most valuable features 
being t he complete set of tables which cover a ll phases of 
estimat ing in t he entire structura l field. 

One often hears the criticism t hat architects ' estimates are 
unreliable. While generally speaking, this cri ticism is not 
founded on fact, a rchitects do often find it difficul t to give a n 
accurate estimate of the cost of a projected building due, in 
many instances, to not havi ng concise and ready procurable 
informa tion on the cost of labour and materials. We have no 
hesitation in recommending t his handbook as a valuable aid 
to the architect and contractor when preparing estimates. 

The book is 5 x 7 ~ in. in size, contains 1056 pages including 
600 tables and 480 illustrations. 

THE ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW FOR AUGUST­
Published by the Architectural Press Limited, 9 Queen 
Anne's Gate, Westminster, S.W. 1, England. Price 5s. net. 

The August issue of the Architectural Review is a special 
number containing a description of t he exhibition of arts a nd 
crafts now being held in Stockholm, Sweden. I t contains 40 
pages of illustrations showing examples of Swedish furniture, 
glass, textiles, metal-work, interior decoration, book-binding, 
commercia l printing, etc. , a lso a n introduction to t he issue 
by Baron Ramel, the Swedish Foreign Minister and an article 
on Sweden's socia l and industrial progress by Sir Harold 
Wernher, president of the Anglo-Swedish Society. 

This volume should enlighten Canadia n archi tects as 
to what is being done by architects a nd a rtists in Sweden 
at the present t ime. Whether or not the efforts of our con­
freres in Sweden will appeal to us is a matter of opinion but we 
feel certain that this issue of the Architectural Review will be 
of much interest to its readers.
