The present 
object is to assure your attendance at the Convention as its success depends 
upon the utmost co-operation of every member. The most effective co­
operation, of course, is to be p resent at the Convention and we should take 
full advantage of the opportunity offered to make the oc",asion a n auspicious 
one for the Architectural Profess ion in Canada.

Some of 
the criticisms offered by the A rchitectural Press a re 
very illuminating and to those architects who had 
the privilege of exhibiting examples of their work , 
the publicity given to their efforts must be very 
g rati fy ing. This is the fourth occasion when the 
Canadian A rchitects have had an opportunity of 
exhibiting in countri es outside o f Canada. The fir st 
occas ion was at the Wembly Exhibition where they 
made such an impression that the New Zealand 
Society of A rchitects requested the R.A .I .C. to 
allow the exhibits to be shown in New Zealand. The 
third occasion was at the Exhi bition of the New 
York A rchitectural League held about one year and 
a half ago, as a resul t of which Messrs . Henry 
Sproatt and E rnest R olph were awarded the Gold 
;'I/f edal of the A merican Insti tute of A rchitects. 

vVe feel certain that Canadian A rchitects can hold 

their own with an y of their fellow practi t ioners in 
other countri es, a;l d Canadians should feel justly 
proud of their architects. 

DINNER TO MESS RS. SP l~OATT AND l<OLPH 
The compli mentary dinner held recently at H art 

Icrouse . Toronto, was probablv one of the 1110st 
unique e,'ents ever held in the D om inion of Canada . 
T he di nner was really a complimen t to H r . Henry 
Sproatt and N[r. E rnest R olph, and it aug-urs well 
for Canadian architecture when such a large g roup 
of men who were not connected in any way with 
the pro fession would gather together to pay homage 
to these outstan ding a rchi tects . T he new note 
st ruck by such an event as the dinner and th e sub­
sequent publicity must certai nly ha"e beneficial 
results. \ Ve cann ot ref rain from stressing the im ­
portance of such occasions fo r through them the 
public will recogni ze more than ever that a rchi tec­
ture is one of the fi ne arts . 

PUBLlClTY 
I t is an accepted fact that publicity is necessa ry 

to success . A rchitecture no less than an y other pro­
fess ion or business requires all the puhlicity pos­
sible if thepl1bli c are to reali ze as well as appreciate 
the important effect that A rchi tecture has on their 
li ves . Vie have heard some say that the only way 
the A rchitectural profession can secure public 
recognition is through the med iull1 of beantifu i 
build ings. T his surely is only partly true fo r what 
percentage of the general public are aware of the 
tm e responsibili ty of the Architect in connection 
with the healthful and arti sti c influence of our 
homes and cities? Let us be frank with oursel ves 
and confess that as a profession we have not suc­
ceeded in getting the public to yalue our services ill 
the proper light. If we a re to get thi s recognition 
then we must educate the people to the true concep­
ti on of the A rchitectural profession and naturally 
thi s can only be done through the publi c press. 

As a splendid example of what can be accom­
plish ed in this connection we would poin t to the 
remarkably well-written seri es of articles hy a 
prominent American A rchitect, Har vey \Vilev 
Corhett, in the Saturday EYening P ost. T hese 
articles will possibly have more favorable reaction 
than any other public method that may be adopted 
by the profession either as a whole or as indi viduals. 
His query "\iV'hat is an A rchi tect?" and hi s ex­
planatory reply will mean much to the profess ion. 
Those who have read the articl es cannot but feel that 
the A rchitect's position is one both o f importance 
and responsibility. 

H ere in Canada as elsewhere we need publicity 
and one of the surest ways it can be ohtained is 
through the medium of special art icles on A rchitec­
ture in the public press which would be of interest 
to the general public. T he illustrated address on 
Canadian A rchitecture given hy M r . J ohn M . L yle 
on the occas ion of the recent dinner to ·Mess rs. 
Sproatt and R olph is deserving of high praise . The 
newspapers took it up immediately and gave it a 
great deal of publi city. 

The public must be made to think of A rchitec­
ture in the terms of 13uildings and Buildings in t he 
terms of A rchitecture, and thi s can only he done 
through the medium o f the puhlic press .

Ontario Governmen t Building 

Canadian National Exhibition, Toronto

T lll~~ site chosen fo r the ~ ew O ntario Govern­
ment Building at the Canadian N ational Ex­
hihition Crounds was triangular in shape, 

hounded on the North by D ominion Street, on the 
East hy the street para llel to the Automobile Build­
ing and on the South-west by the Boule\'ard Dri ve. 

It was desirable to have a l11 0numental facade fac­
ing the Boulevard Dri\'e with an il11p :.J rtant cen ~ral 
feature on account () f the hroad aspect and the im­
portance of the thorough fare which is the l11ain 
entrance to the City. 

Owing to the pos ition o f the site in relation to the 
C. );. E. Grounds as a whole, the fl ow of traffic 
would he to the ::"!orth-E ast angle of the triangular 
site. 

r\ plan of the sha1)e of a r i<rht-an <rled trian rrle 
~ b b b 

was tound to meet the above conditions, together 
With certain other impor tant considerations. The 
hypoten use of the trian O'le aave us the extensive 
facade where we wanted it. T he other two facades 
worked out squarely and centrall y with the existing 
street ' 1 I '11 ' . \'el S <I nc ) UI C 1I1gs and the ngl~t angle was de-

oped I11to an nnportant entrance Just where It was 
desi red. 

An interesting feature of thi s plan is that the 
dome tl I . . . . , 1e c 0111111at111g feature 111 the centre o f the 
facade facing the Boule vard Dri ve, ca:1 be seen over 

the centre of the im portant entrance on approach­
i ng from the N or th-East and can also be seen over 
the centre of the other two facades . 

T he building had to house the Ag ri cultural exhibit, 
the Lands and F ore t exhibit, the Mining exhibit and 
the H ealth exhibit, and for these exhibi ts it was de­
cided that large well lighted rool11 s 42 feet wide 
met the average condition. This width of r00111 runs 
ri ght around the perimeter of the building produc­
ing two rooms about 200 feet long on the short 
sides 0 f the triangle and the lon<y side, divided into 
two by the Dome entrance, gave us the total areas 
required for the above four large exhibits . 

The triangular plan with corn er entrances gave 
an increased effect o f scale and importance to the 
exhibits as, upon entering at the corner. one has on 
one side a vista clown these large r00111S in two cases 
over 300 feet long and in the one case over 400 feet 
long, a condition impossible to attain in a square 
plan except by enormous increase in the size o f the 
building . The building also had to house a Game 
and Fisheries exhibit, a theatre and a s111a11 suite of 
r00111S for the use of the Go vernment officials. 

Owing to the season at which the C. N . E . is held 
and the nature of the Game exhibit, it was dec ided 
to make a miniature zoological ganlen of an open 
court provided in the centre of th e building . T his 
court developed into a triangular shape with the

acute angles cut off, and surrounding thi s court is 
a colonnade wide enough to gi ve circulation and to 
accommodate other exhibits that do not require a 
wide space. 

A mO\'ing picture theatre seating over 400 persons 
was provided in the space by cutting off the acute 
angle on the interior , and a small suite of rooms for 
the Goyernment o fficial s was provided in the opposite 
angle. 

A restaurant seating about 600 people was pro­
vided on a storey above the colonnade surrounding 
the Court. There is a basement under the main 
part of the building, but not under the colonnade. 
Thi s basement i used fo r large public laYatori es, 
general storage rooms and lavatories for the restaur­
ant help and also lavatori es fo r the exhibitors . 

In developing the des ign 0 f the building the pe­
culia r conditions o f exhibition work and particularly 
those of the C. N . E. had to be carefull y considered. 
The important buildings o f an exhibition should , it 
was felt , be impress ive and monumental 1n scale. 
Thi s effect can be obtainecl in the \Vorld Fairs' tel1l­
porary buildings without unreasonable expendi :ure 
but the ann ual exhibitions such as the C. N . E . the 
buildings ought to be of as permanent a nature as 
ordinary urban bu ildings. T he problem is, there-

fore, to obtain the monumental effect and perl1l an·· 
ence of construction for a very limited appropriation 
considering the size and accommodation required. 
The O ntario Go \'ernment Building cost about $600,-
000.00 or about $0.25 per cubic foo t, if douhle thi s 
amount had been spent. and $0.50 per cuhic foot is 
normal for monumental bui ldi ngs . there would ha\'e 
been very little difference in its genera l effecti \'eness 
as an exhibition building or it .. permanence o f con­
structi on. 

The functi on o f the Ontari o CO\'ernment Building 
more nearly approaches that of a museum than allY 
other type of building but the cold class ic se \'e rity 
that would be sui table fo r an ordinary museum 
would not be suitabl e for an exhibition bui lding . 
The spirit o f the C. N . E . is that o f a fete sta rting 
off the year's work, a h er the relaxation of the SUIll ­
mer, with an optimistic outl ook. Something o f thi s 
spirit ought to be expressed in the architecture or 
added to the expression o f the normal functi on of 
the building. Thi s has been obtained by the towers 
gi\'ing a bl'Oken skyline, the flag poles and a general 
relaxation from the usual severity that would per­
\'ade a museum .

fete. To express the aboye cha racter and to ach 'an­
tageously take ca re of the pract ical requirements of 
the plan, we were led into a style of a rchitecture 
somewhere between a late Roman and ea rh' Ren na is­
sance characte r. 

The build ing is entirely cons tructed 0 [ concrete 
and bri ck with the exception of the roo f or cei iing. 
This concrete is faced on the uutside and partly on 
the in side of the en tralL'es with a combination of 
cement stone ane! Queenston l ,im cstone. Owing to 
using the concrete stone for the mouldings , column ~, 

fri ezes. etc .. and the Queenston L im estone fo r the 
pla in ashl a r work , we were enabled to keep the cos t 
clown and at the same tim e obtain a building faced, 
to a large extent, with stone from Ontari o quarri es. 

The ma in clome with the lantern above is of mOn(1-
lithi c concrete construction coloured on the ou tside 
with cement paint and it is hop:ccl that an appropria­
t ion may be .tOt1Ilcl to de~o rate the interi or at some 
fu ture date. 

The fl oors of the main exhibit a reas are of COI1-

crete ground down to eXJl~)se the aggregate whi ch 
at the entrances has been coloured to form simpl e 
pattern s. The plank form ing the roof , has been 
slightly stain ed on the underside and the steel beams 
haye been enclosed with wood for ming a simple 
timber ceiling effect . 

J n conclusion we would say that the most interest­
ing and unique element in thi s problem was the man ­
ner in which . after trying almost every architectural 
poss ibility on the irregular site . the so lution of the 
tri angle solved all our probl e111 s . It may be noted 
that the dominating feature of the dome is on the 
four i111portant axes, a condition that can be ob­
tained in a square plan w ith a central featu re. The 
square plan. howeyer. bes ides not fitting the site . 
would produce a main facade abuut one-half th e 
length of the t riangular one produced for the same 
area of building . Th is extensil'e facade was of great 
importance owing to the scale 0 [ the broad expanse 
upon which it faced .

The Acad.emy Exhibition 

By F. H. BRIGDEN, O.S.A. 

T HE F orty-eigh th A nnual Exhibition o f the 
R oyal Canadian Academy, which was on view 
in the A rt Gallery of T oron to from November 

18th t iIl the end of D ecember , whil e containing much 
excellent work was far from being the representati ve 
show which might reasonabl y be expected from Can­
ada' s premi er A rt body. 

The J m y 0 f Selection. who had set a high standard 
and who rejected half o f the 422 pictures submitted, 
might ha\'e possibly eliminated some which would 
have added interest to the exhibition, but undoubtedlv 
the chief weakn ess lay in the fact that a number o-f 
Our leadi ng painters fa il ed to make their usual con­
tribution . O ne noticed in particular the absence of 
works frUIl1 such men as Horatio \ \falker, Clarence A . 
Gagnon, ::- rauri ce Cullen, Lauren :I rarr is, J. E . H. 
~IIacDon a ld. Frank Carmichael, F . H. Varley, R. S. 
-lewton, F . :\IcC . Knowles, Franklin Brownell and 

Curt" \\ " 11' . 
1 I lamson, whIle A rthur Lismer was repre-

sented by black and white clrawinO"s which were 
brilliantly execu ted but did not make'" t:p for the ab-

sence of more important work by this arti st. 
Arch itecture and Sculpture seemed inadequately 

represented when consideration is given to the num­
ber of noted men and women in these branches of 
the fine arts who have been honoured by election 
to the Academy. Now tha.t Toronto has its enlarged 
Gallery, one r00111 could well have been devoted to 
Architecture. \ i\f hile not di sparag ing the few pieces 
of SCUlpture di splayed in the ha ll , we might look 
to the Academy to make a more important showing 
in thi s department, u sing the spacious Sculpture 
Court fo r a display which would be indicative of the 
high place Canadian sculp tors are taking in the world 
of art. 

Having dealt with the absentees and limitations 
of the exhibition, it is a pleasure to make some 
comment on the works which safely passed the jury, 
and which were so admirably arranged. One thin O" 
was at once apparent, that the standa rd set by the 
jury did not prevent the acceptance of work by many 
young, and in some cases unknown, pain ters ; nor did

it 1T1ilitate against works which have a 
decidedly modern slant. O ne of the charac­
teristi cs of this Academy was in fact the 
wide range of art expression displayed, from 
the large realistic sea piece by W illiam Cutts, 
which attracted more favourable attention 
f rom the average visitor to the Gallery than 
almost any other picture on the walls, to the 
clever patterned figure subj ect by Sarah H. 
Robertson hanging beside it, on which the 
average visitor noted with surprise and some 
annoyance that the features usually found 
on the human face were entirely absent. 

A mong the pa in ters who are experiment­
ing with the newer methods, Miss lVl:cGil­
li vray of Ottawa, had some very sati sfying 
cam'ases, interesting in colour and handling. 
Mary \Vrinch Reid in her admirable flower 
study, "Autumn Colours", also reminded us

that our women painters have individuality 
and vitali ty. as well as a fee ling for beauty 
of form and colour.

Kathleen M. Morris 
and Franz J ohnston, the last named showing 
one 0 £ his landscape decorations, entitled the

X ot only do they rank high 
as works of art , strong in drawing. composition and 
colour, but they are the result of long yea rs of re­
search and study, winning for the a rti st recognition 
a an authority on many points con nected with our 
past hi story fro m the leading students and writers 
On Canadian hi story. Has not the tim e come when 

Canada could afford to use the unusual combination 
of arti stic ability with historical knowledge possessed 
by thi s Canadian painter and commiss ion him to 
decorate some of our public buildings with themes 
dra wn from the dramatic and colourful incidents of 
our past. GeOl-ge A . R eid has fo r many years ad­
yocated that Canadian painters should have the op­
port unity of doing work such as thi s ?.nd has done 
much unselfish work in hi s efforts to a rouse public 
interest in the subj ect. At thi s i\cadem) he had the 
preliminary sketch for a mural painting which has 
been completed on the wall s of the Earlscourt Public 
Library, and for which he was last year awarded the 
Academy pri ze for the bes t des ign for a public hall 
decoration. M r. Reid had also three ~orth Country 
landscapes in the exhibition-a new departure for 
him, ancl one in which he has not failed to win dis­
tincti on. His "Lake in the H ill s" was a beauti ful 
symphony in blue and green. 

The "Beech T ree" was a typical canvas by F red. 
S. H aines, fin e in colour and decorative in design. 
J. \V . Beatty who is making an important contribu­

M r. David R. Brown's drawings were favourably 
commented upon by the A rchitectural Press in Eng­
land. They were outstanding for their draughts­
manship, as might be noticed from the accompany­
ing reproductions. 1\![,-. Brown also submitted a 
beautiful water colour perspecti ve of the building 
which is reproduced on page 15.

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Complhn.entary Dinner to Messrs. Henry Sproatt 

and Ernest Rolph 

PR OBABLY one of the most unique and 
notable events eyer held in Canada took place 
recentlv when a dinner was tendered in honour 

of Canadian' Architecture at Hart House, Toronto. 
The dinner which was held in the Great Hall was 
really a compliment to two of our foremost Archi­
tects-MI". Henry Sproatt and Mr. Ernest Rolph of 
Toronto. 

Seldom has there been such an impressive and 
representative gathering as that which graced the 
tables on this occasion, and it speaks well for those 
who were responsible for it. Over 250 men from 
every walk of li fe came to pay their respects to the 
two men whose achievements ·had brought honour to 
Canadian Architecture. It was significant that the 
dinner should be held in the building for which they 
had received the Gold Medal of the American In­
stitute of Architects. 

A t the head of the table were R. Y. Eaton, P resi­
dent, Art Gallery of Toronto; Geo . Reid, President, 
Ontario College of Art; E. Wyly Grier, Vice-Presi­
dent, Royal Canadian Academy of Art; Sir Robt . 
Falconer, President, U niversity of Toronto; J. P. 
Hynes, President, Royal A rchitectural Institute of 
Canada; Sigmund Samuel, R oyal Ontario Museum; 
Hugh Vallance, Province of Quebec Association of 
Architects and the honoured guests, Henry Sproatt 
and Ernest R olph. Sir Robert Falconer, presided at 
the dinner in place of the Hon. Vincent Massey who 
was unable to be present on account of illness. Sir 
Robert in his opening remarks referred to the keen 
di sappointment felt by Mr. Massey in not being able 
to attend the dinner and read the letter he had re­
ceived from him. 

My Dear Sir Robert:-
I am more di sappointed than I can say, not to be 

able to be with you to-night at the dinner to Mr. 
Sproatt and Mr. R olph. Ever since this occasion 
was originally planned I have looked forward to it 
with the g reatest pleasure. A ll day I have been hop­
ing I could come, but a " temperature" and the veto 
of the doctor make it imposs ible. 

Nothing could be more appropriate than this trib­
ute on the part of this community to the work of 
your two guests to-night. They have been the recipi­
ents of late of two very distinguished honours. In 
1925 the American Institute of A rchitects awarded 
them the Gold Medal for collegiate architecture in a 
wodd-wide competition and later they were elected 
to membership of that hstoric body-the Royal In­
stitute of British A rchitects. In these awards 
honours have come where honours are richl y de­
served, but apart from these special marks of dis­
tinction it is our pleasure to honour Mr . Sproatt and 
Mr. Rolph because of the di stinguished place which 
they have rightly won for themselves in their great 
profession, and because of the debt which we as 
citi zens owe to those who have created beautv in our 
midst. This commun ity will be grateful to -them as 

long as their stone tracery and vaulting will last, 
and longer- because the influence of such things 
outli ve them. 

In all their work these gentlemen have shown an 
uncompromising fidelity to the highest principles of 
their art. Nothing meretricious, no short cuts to an 
effect, no shams, have been allowed to enter their 
work. In short they are, in the strictest sense of a 
fin e word, artists. 

My own friendship with Mr. Sproatt and Mr. 
Rolph is of nearly twenty years standing. During 
this time some of my happiest hours have been spent 
in their drafting-room Where the invas ions of an 
amateur architect were treated both with charm and 
consideration. 

Last summer I had occasion to go to the town of 
Simcoe. As my wi fe and I approached the town we 
suddenly caught sight of a square Norman tower. 
Its proportions were perfect; its masonry superb. 
Somehow this tower seemed to cast a glamour over 
the whole landscape. It was the \Var Memorial of 
Norfolk County, one of the less familiar works of 
your two guests-simple, even austere, but possess­
ing all the eloquence to be found in restraint. Let 
this one fine example serve to remind us of what the 
architects of Canada are doing to record the history 
of their country, to translate its feeling and to fore­
cast its greatness; and more particularly what our 
distinguished guests have done, are still doing and 
will, let us hope, long live to do, as masters of their 
splendid craft. 

P lease tell MI". Sproatt and Mr. Rolph how sorry 
I am not to be with them to-night and give them my 
affectionate greetings .

Following the reading of Mr. Massey's message, 
Sir Robert read the following letter that had been 
sent to Mr. Massey by the President of Royal In­
stitute of British A rchitects :-

Dear Mr. Massev:-
It was with ,;ery great pleasure, that I learned 

f rom your letter of the 23rd N ovembel- that a dinner 
is about to be held in T oronto in honour of Mr. 
Henry Sproatt and MI". Ernest Rolph, and that you 
are to take the chair on this interesting occas ion. I 
fee l that the Council ci f the Roval Institute of British 
A rchitects were happily inspired when some months 
ago they decided to con fer upon Mr. Henry Sproatt 
and Mr. Ernest R olph the honour of election to the 
Fellowship of the R.I.B.A., by the exercise of a 
special power conferred upon the Counci l by Royal 
Charter which enables them from time to time to 
select architects of eminence and elect them directly 
to the F ellowship by a vote of their own body. As 
you say in your letter, now that our friend Mr.

I t is a pleasure and a pri vilege to us to use every 
means in our power to strengthen the ti es which 
unite us to our professional iJretlwen in the Domin­
ions Overseas, and I shall be .indebted to you i f, as 
Chairman of the Dinner , you will kindly ex press to 
lVr r. Sproatt and M r. R olph 111y hearty congratula­
ti ons upon the honour wh ich j . heing paid to them 
by their fe ll ow citi zens in Toron to.

Sir Robert then ca lled on Mr. Hen ry Sproatt who 
responded as fo llows :--

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen :-
Thi s is indeed a g reat honour that you have con­

fe rred on Mr. Rolph and myself in assoc iating our 
names with architectu re at thi dinner . I know that 
M r. R olph feels as I do. 

It is something never to be forgotten- and far 
exceeds anything that our executed work entitled us 
to expect. 

I personally have felt for some time, that our 
fri ends have been over appreciative of our efforts 
and that Ii fe has been very kind to us. As we all 
know, the character of our cli ents has much to do 
with the success of the work we do for them, I can­
not look at the building we are now in without feel­
ing that I must add another tribute of appreciation 
to the man v that the late NI r. Chester Ma sev has 
received. fur r. Rolph and I had many kinch;esses 
from him- kindn ess seemed to have been the key 
note of hi s nature. Hi s sympathy, helpfuln ess and 
keen insight as to the difficulti es to be overcome, were 
in valuable to us, and on his death we lost one of 
our greatest f riends. 

Mr. Vincent Massey has said many kind things 
in hi s address, and I must say here that, both M r. 
and Mrs. :Massey were of the greatest assistance in 
the designing and building of thi s H ouse. 

Mr. i\fa ssey was a very young man when we began 
the work. He had an intuitive feeling fo r a rchitec­
ture and followed everv detail. H is criticisms were 
always constructi ve. ' H e insisted on simplicity 
throughout and we had many strenuous times to­
gether . I think I may say that the efforts we made 
to meet hi s criticism have been an influence in our 
work to thi s day . 

\ i\/ hil e on the sub ject of Hart House I should men­
tion the wo rk of 11r. H arold Carter and M r. George 

H aight, who as our assistants were invaluable. Mr . 
Carter had charge of the detailing and M r. H aight 
o f the details of planning. 

I recogni ze that this dinner is gil·en in honour of 
A rchitecture, and I think you will agree wi th me 
when I say that there is some fin e work being done 
now in thi s country. T he work of many of the older 
l1l en is di stincti l·e and scholar ly. and the younger 
men have fo r the most pa rt had good traini ng. O n 
these young men depends the futu re of Architecture 
in Canacla , and thi s future does not entirely depend 
on themsel ves . T he people of Canada must show 
interest in the A rts or they cannot expect to have 
g reat A rti sts. T hi s is shown in the }\ r t history 0 [ all 
coun tri es . Apprec iation and sympathy beget great 
work. 

I believe the time has come when we ha\·e a publ ic 
of a cul tivation of mind that will demand good a rchi­
tecture. \ Ve may he optimi stic about the materi al 
prosperity of Canada in the near future- [ certa inly 
feel so-and the fi rst way in which such prosperi ty 
shows itself is alway · in the expansion of bu ild ing . 
T hat express ion has not always meant also the exalta­
tion of architecture, but I think it does now. W e 
who are fi ni shing our work may well en vy the oppor­
tuniti es that are coming to the younger men who fo l­
low us. But I rejoice to think that we need not 
regret that the opportuni ties are pass ing into othel­
hands; for the higher culti vation 0 f the profession 
of architecture has more than kept pace with the 
general cultivation of the people, and we may expect 
the new generaton of architects to whom fall s the 
work of the new era of building in thi s country, to 
be well able to mould its material so as to make it 
also an era of beauty . 

Following M r. Sproatt 's response, ~i[r . J ohn lV1. 
Lyle gave a very interesting and entertaining talk on 
Canadian }\ rchi tecture. His address was illustrated 
with slides and hi s critical comment on some of the 
buildings shown proved very instructi ve and was 
thoroughly enj oyed by the audi ence. 

Special mention must be made of the elaborate 
menu ca rds given to each guest. The accompanying 
illustrati ons do not give a correct idea of their size, 
which was approximately 100" x 15", nor of the 
coloured insert and design, all o f which was the work 
o f M r. Scott Carter. 

T he e\·ent will long be remembered by the fo r tv 
odd A rchitects, who were presen t, as probably the 
fi rst occasion on which Architects and Archi tectu re 
had been honoured by non-members o f the pro fes­
sion.

To facilitate our bri ef re­
view it will be preferable to follow the order of the 
catalogue commencing with Canada. Here and 
again assortments of typical craftsmanship are inter­
spersed between the larger subjects. The first series 
includes some plaster work and wrought-iron chapel 
screens and park gates from Montreal, sen t by 
Mess rs. Nobbs & Hyde. 'The Hart House,' a col­
legiate establishment in association with the Univer­
si ty of Toronto, is of considerable extent and digni­
fied by a Soldier 's Tower, enriched, too, by vaulted 
cloisters conceived in refined Gothic by Mess rs. 
Sproatt & Rolph. The great hall has a florid stone 
staircase tower which differs greatly from the digni­
fied vaul ted fover with its circular arches in connec­
tion with the U ni versity Theatre. The same archi­
tects show a small classic mausoleum built at Toronto 
in an unpretentious manner .

"A skyscraper sort o f structure called 'Crane 
Building,' built in U nion a venue. ::\i[ontreal, looks well 
handled by M r. Hugh Vallance . who used many 
verti cal lin es wh ich a re moderated in their own 
accentuation by wider piers at the co rners of the 
premises. 'vVe pre fer the narrow f ront with the 
triple arches below. Three sketches for the Chemis­
t ry Building fo r Saskatchewan U ni versity, by M r. 
Dal·id R. Brown . of Montreal, are based on T udor 
Gothic of the modern manner treated tas tefu ll v. The 
fronti spiece with the main portal between the angle 
set wings of this College extension lacks breadth . 

"The monumental proportions and masterly hand 
of the a rchitect mark the Sun Li fe Assurance Build­
ing in Dominion ' Square, Montreal. as a work of 
great distinction, by the a rchitects, Mess rs . Darling 
& Pearson. Of course the latter 's skill at O ttawa, 
where he built the Parliament Buildings, is acknow­
ledged, and these palatial buildings rank by their 
size among the most important national works in the 
E mpire. . 

"They certain I yare worthy a f a more adequate 
desc ription than space a llows at the moment . there 
being much to say about the chequered hi story of 
these elaborate buildings. T he singularly diffe rent 
ideals o f design exempli fied by the exterior and 
some of its internal important fea tures may be due 
to manifold changes necessaril y made by the a lThi­
tect , NIr. J ohn A . P earson . T he Senate entrance 
hall , w1th its acutely pointed Gothic arches ca rried 
by detached sha fts, corresponding ly spaced wi th the 
a rcaded sides of the building, emphasize thi s mani­

fe st di vergence of ideals employed more recently, 
and which a re represented by the Class ic concep­
tions illustrated bv 47 and 49 in thi s exhibition. The 
Gothic main entI~a nce hall has a central detached 
shaft from which four I'aubng springs after the 
manner of a rich chapter-house of a mediaeval cath­
ed ral. The Speaker' s L ibrary looks extremely com­
fortable and is very han dsomely furn ished. The di­
versifi ed sky-line of the g roup bustl ing with turrets 
and high pitched roofs to many pavilions harmoni ze 
with the centra l campanile. well surmounted by a 
gr ace ful spi re. The Court of Honour, bold ly vaul t­
ed between a rcaded walls, appear~ to be still unfi ni sh­
ed as blocks of masonrv remain unca rved. 

"The Chateau FrOl~tenac, Quebec, by lVr ess rs. 
::\bx well &. P itts, of Montreal, domi nates an elll­
brasured forum set on a height above the town. af ter 
the character of a famo us castle. with a tall centre­
pi ece and a big expan se 0 f roof set off by tourelle" 
midst ta ll dormers . The interi ors also exhibited 
show their elaborate treatm ents merely for the ex­
travagant needs of a fashi onable modern hotel. Of 
a diffe ren t type is the Notre Dame Hospita l. de­
signed by Messrs. Stevens & Lee. with 1\11-. /\. I-I. 
Lapierre as joint architect, fam ilia r with the require­
ments o f such buildings (61) . l\lore utilitarian still 
is the Hudson Day Company's Store. VancoU\·er. one 
of the largest st ructures shown in thi s gallery. with 
its numberless windows, built from plan s of ::\[essrs. 

r Icrwocd & \ Vhite. of Toronto. As a cont rast both 
in size and stvle we note the last Canadian exhibi t, 
a Dranch BanJk. :Vrontrea l, by l\'[r. P hilip J. T urner . 
quite unpretentious and appropri ate."

-"As the oldest of the D ominions, Canada has the 
fir st claim to our attent ion . Like Australia . Canada 
is a country in which the I'ast majority of the popu­
lation is concentrated in a comparati vely small num­
ber of towns. \'Ve must not , therefore, hope to find 
any peculiar a rchi tectural development such as would 
ha ve refl ected the influence of immense territori es 
upon the mentali ty of people who were overhorne by 
the vastness of their environment. \Vhil e the bulk 
of Canada is sti ll uninhabited those sections of it 
which have been the scene of an intensive civi liza­
tioll have adopted a manner 0 f urban Ii fe which is 
not so ve ry different from that which ohtains in 
countri es which ha ve had an architectural develop­
ment extend ing over many centuri es . O wing to the 
proxi mity of the U nited S tates it might ha ve heen 
expected that Canada would ha I'e suhmi tted herse! f 
to American inAuence. but although a certain in ter­
change of ideas between the two territories has taken 
place it is yet true to say that Canada has prese rved 
its spiritual independence in a remarkable manner , 
and such a rchitectural affi nities as it possesses a re 
Briti sh rather than Ameri can . \Vhat, for instance , 
could be so fully express ive of domesticity . as we 
understand the term in thi s country, than the very 
delight ful residence at Toronto here illust rated. Th is 
design by Messrs. Moleswor th. West & Secord is 
a perfect exemplar of a quiet, di stingui shed and ur­
bane dwelling . Again , let us look at the facade of 
a shop building of Toronto by l\IJr. J ohn Lyle. This 
is another example of refined and accompli shed 
work which expresses a modern development of the 
Geo rg ian tradition in street architecture. O ne notes 
with sati s faction the g rouping of the two lower 
storeys in an arcade 0 f five bays, which is surmount­
ed by an atti c, of which the fenestrat ion is di sposed 
in an interesting way so as to vary the arithmetical 
sequence of the openings helow. T he treatment of 
the t il ed roo f with its corbelled eaves is highly origi­
na l, but yet by its emphasis of the main hori zontal 
li nes of the composition takes its place as a suhor­
dinate unit in a sati s factorv street facade . The H ud­
son Day Company's Jh;ilding at Vancou ver , by 
Messrs. Horwood & White, has less subtlety than the 
design just menti oned. but it is an interesting ex­
ample of comm ercial architecture somewhat marred. 
perhaps, hy wea ri som e repetit ion of parts . T he Dank 
of Nova Scotia at Ottawa , Onta rio, by Mr. J ohn M. 
Lyle. has just the appropriate character for its pur­
pose and fi ts well into a street compos ition, but it is 
perhaps questionable whether the basement. wh ich 
proceeds the whole length of the facade without a 
break. takes adequate cognizance o f the important 
colum nar part 0 f the main storey above . T he Crane, 
Limited. building, Muntreal. 1)1' H ugh Vallance, 
shows that Canada is all ied with some of the modern 
archi tectural inAuences coming fro m Germany, and 
the grouping o f the windows into tall vertical slits 
is yet another exalllple of this novel experiment in 
des ign. which, however. is attended with g reater suc­
cess in thi s instance, than is usually the case. I t is 
noteworthy that the Gothi c style still fl ouri shes in 
Canada, where there a re to be fo und many excellent 
craftsmen capable of reproducing the in tri cac ies of

X obbs for his lecture at the Insti tu te, and later 
shown at \\'el1lhly in 1924. is still touring the g lobe, 
and is heli eved to be at present in New Zealand. so 
that the Canadian architects have had to compi le :'l 
seconcl seri es . F resh from a visit to Montreal m)'­
sel f. I miss sel'eral hui Idings here which I should 
have placcd high on the li st for illustration, fore ­
most among them ".\l[cK im. l\Iead, and \ Vhite's 
magnificent Bank of M ontreal, which helongs to that 
select group of bu ildings ( notahly St . Geo rge's Hall, 
L iverpool, and Tr ini ty Coll ege L ibrary, Cambridge) 
where the fines t feature of the whole is a masterly 
"back" elevation. conceived as a purely abstract de­
sign. There a re. howe\'er . good photographs of the 
Sun Life huild ing. one of the finest modern office 
bu ildings in America, standing detached on an ideal 
site next to the small-scale repli ca 0 f St. Peter's, 
which is the 1l1ost prominent object in the sky-line 

of Montreal. The scale of the Sun building is i1l1 -
mense, and full-size windows appea r in the frieze of 
the main order , thus recalling what is said to have 
heen the original function of the metopes in the 
Greek Doric fri eze . 

N ext to thi s in effect , and ahead of any other work 
in the exhibi tion for ret icence and purit), of style, is 
the Dan k of Nova Scotia in O ttawa, a beautiful 
adaptation of Greek fo rms to modern use w ithou t 
anv interference with the practical purpose of the 
huilding . 

O n the other hand, there are some successful ex­
periments in Perpendicu lar Gothic . which seems to 
be accepted as the Collegiate style in A merica , fo r 
the l.:niversities of Toronto and Saskatchewan. T he 
Parliament bu ildings at Uttawa bel ong to the Vic­
to rian age, though recently rebuilt in their original 
fo rm after a fi re : they take us back to the days of 
:!\Tanchester Town Hall and the Law Courts, and of 
their period and kind a re neither better nor worse 
than the English examples, though equally "dated" 
and remote from the present day point of view. 

Lastly there is the Chateau F rontenac. which 
would probably ti e with the West Point lVfili tary 
Academy on the Hudson as the most picturesque 
bui ld ing on the American continent . Should you be 
so fo rtunate as to have your fi rst view of Q uebec 
f rom the deck 0 f a liner at sunset. and see the 
Chateau as a vast pi led-up mass of gables, towers, 
and pinnacles, silhouetted agaInst a fl aming sky, and 
g li ttering with ti ers 0 f lighted windows, you may 
we ll fee l yourself back in the romance of Grimm's 
fa iry ta les, confronted with the enchanted castle of 
the princess, crowning the gloomy and dragon­
guarded cli ffs of its ri ver promontory."

T hat thi s is not always rea li zed is proven by the 
fact that in the R egina competiti on. seyeral designs 
set apart fo r final consideration did not comply with 
regulations as regards scale. number of d rawings 
required and height of models. . 

Some of the best architectural talent, having !11 

mi nd the awards made in competitions in the past, 
hes itate at employing thei r time and eff ort on wO.rk 
of thi s nature. Competiti ons should either be cbs­
couraged altogether. or judged strictl y by the con­
ditions which conscientious competitors have worked 
weeks to fulfil. and it is only by attracting the best 
ta len t of the profession that promoters can hope to 
ohtain the resul ts for which the\' striye.
